It is now at hand for anyone who
wants to believe. It is a power and an exultation which the
world cannot give.

PASTORAL LETTER

RESURRECTION OF OUR LORD AND GOD AND SAVIOR JESUS CHRIST
Beloved Spiritual Children in Christ:
Reverend Clergy, Devout Faithful, and Venerable Monastics of our God-protected Episcopate:

May God our Father and the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ
Bestow on you His grace and peace, and from us, hierarchal blessings!

"After that, He appeared to more than five hundred brothers at once,
most of whom are still living, though some have fallen asleep.” 1 Corinthians 15:6.

Dearly Beloved in our Risen Lord:

Christ is risen! Truly, He is risen!

This year, 2025, Orthodox Christians commemorate and celebrate the 1,700 anniversary of the First Ecumenical Council held
in the year 325 in Nicaea at which the divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ was confirmed as a matter of faith which through the
ages Orthodox Christians had been confessing as the basis of belief in Jesus Christ as Redeemer of humankind.
We proclaim Christ’s divinity. We confess that He suffered crucifixion, died, and was buried and that on the third day, He arose
from the grave. According to Holy Scripture, His resurrection was witnessed by the Ointment-bearing Women, the Apostles,
and by 500 “brothers” in the apostolic faith.
The Apostle Paul testifies in his First Letter to the Corinthians that there were “500 Brothers” who saw the resurrected Christ.
Paul personally had the opportunity to know some of these 500, for he states “...some are still alive...” meaning he has met
some of them, those “Brothers in the faith!”
Recently, in the earliest discovered house-church, intact mosaic floor tablets were revealed, on which was spelled out the testi-
mony: “Jesus Christ is God!” These mosaics are more than a hundred years older than the Council of Nicaea. The ancient tiles
offer a compelling witness to the evidence of the apostolic faith in the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ, as confessed by
those 500 Brothers, by the rest of the earliest Christian assemblies, and by us today.
What does resurrection mean? It is a “new birth,” the Apostle Peter tells us in his First Letter. “Blessed be the God and Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ! By His great mercy, He has given us new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus
Christ from the dead” (1 Peter 1:3).
Saint John of Damascus enlightens us with his words, stating, “We believe also in the resurrection of the dead. For there will be
in truth a resurrection of the dead, and by resurrection we mean resurrection of bodies.” [Exposition of the Orthodox Faith Bk
4, Ch 27]
The resurrection of Christ our Lord is a promise to all mankind, as Saint Theophilos of Antioch reminds us: “God will raise
your flesh immortal with your soul, and then, having become immortal, you will see the Immortal, if you now believe on
Him.” [Saint Theophilos of Antioch to Autolycus, Bk. 1, Ch 7. Mg 6, 1036]
What is this “living hope,” the gift of resurrection to all, of which Saint Peter wrote? Saint Theophilus continues to enlighten us,
stating: “To those who by patient continuance in well-doing seek immortality, He (God) will give life everlasting, peace, rest,
and abundance of good things, which neither eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor has it entered into the heart of man to con-
ceive.” [(1 Cor 2:9) To Autolycus, Ch 1:14 MG 6,1045]
Be reminded that in the Creed, we do confess, “I look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the age to come.” In other
words, we believe and confirm that the resurrection will come to be for all humanity and that there is a new life to come.
This is why today we celebrate Christ’s resurrection from the grave, and by faith, we anticipate our own hope of eternal life, as
Saint Cyril of Jerusalem reminds us: “The root of all good works is the hope of the resurrection.” [Catechesis No 18:1 MG
23:329]
So, Beloved, let us, by our lives, our good works, our hope in eternal life with God, and our constant confession of His divinity
and resurrection, live in that hope. Let us today glorify our Savior, Jesus Christ, who is risen from the grave. Let us boldly pro-
claim to the anxious world,

“Christ is risen!” Truly, He is risen!”
Accept our fatherly love and archpastoral blessings on those near and far away.

Sfantul Apostol Pavel adevereste In prima sa Eplstola citre Corinteni cd Mantuitorul Cel Inviat a fost vazut de ,,500 de frati”,
dintre care multi erau incd in viatd la vremea scrierii epistolei. Apostolul insusi ii cunoscuse pe unii dintre acesti martori ai
Invierii, intarindu-ne astfel credlnta in acest eveniment méantuitor.
Recent, in cea mai veche biserica descoperlta s-au gasit mozaicuri intacte pe care era scris: ,,lisus Hristos este Dumnezeu!”
Aceste mdrturii sunt cu peste 0 sutd de ani mai vechi decat Sinodul de la Niceea si dovedesc fard echivoc cd primii crestini
aveau constiinta apostohca a Invierii Domnului, asemenea celor 500 de frati marturisitori, asemenea primelor comunitati
crestine si asemenea noud, celor de astazi.
Ce inseamna Invierea? Sfantul Apostol Petru ne spune ca este o ,,nastere din nou”: ,, Binecuvdntat fie Dumnezeu si Tatal
Domnului nostru lisus Hristos, Care, dupa mare mila Sa, prin invierea lui lisus Hristos din morti, ne-a ndscut din nou, spre
nadejde vie.” (1 Petru 1,3)
Stantul lIoan Damaschin, prin cuvintele sale pline de Intelepciune, ne descopera: ,,De asemenea credem in invierea mortilor.
Cici va fi cu adevirat o inviere a mortilor, si prin inviere intelegem invierea trupurilor.” (Expunerea Credintei Ortodoxe,
Cartea 4, Cap. 27)
Invierea Domnului este o fagaduinta pentru noi, toti oamenii, asa cum ne aminteste Sfantul Teofil al Antiohiei: ,,Dumnezeu va
invia trupul tiu, nemuritor impreuna cu sufletul tiu, si atunci, devenit nemuritor, vei vedea pe Cel Nemuritor, daca
crezi acum in EL” (Catre Autolic, Cartea 1, Cap. 7)
Ce este aceasta ,,nadejde vie”, darul Invierii pentru toti, despre care scrie Sfantul Petru? Sfantul Teofil ne lamureste mai
departe: ,,Celor care, prin ribdare in faptele bune, cauta nemurirea, Dumnezeu le va darui viata vesnica, pace, odihna si
belsug de bunatati, pe care nici ochiul nu le-a vazut, nici urechea nu le-a auzit si la inima omului nu s-au suit.” (/
Corinteni 2,9; Catre Autolic, Cartea 1, Cap. 14)
Sa ne amintim cd in Crez marturisim drept si cu adevarat: »Astept invierea mortilor si viata veacului ce va sa fie.” Cu alte
cuvint, credem si marturlslm ca invierea va veni pentru toatd omenirea si cd viata vesnica ne asteapta
De aceea, astazi praznuim invierea lui Hristos din mormant si, prin Credlnta asteptam cu nadejde propria noastrd inviere si
viata vesnica. Sfantul Chiril al Ierusalimului ne intareste in aceasta credln‘;a, spunand: ,,Riddicina tuturor faptelor bune este
nidejdea invierii.” (Cateheza 18,1)
Asadar, iubitilor, prin viata noastra, prin faptele noastre bune, prin nadejdea noastrd in viata vesnica impreund cu Dumnezeu si
prin marturisirea neincetatd a dumnezeirii si a Invierii Sale, sa trdim in aceastd nadejde. Astazi, sa-L sldvim pe Mantuitorul
nostru, lisus Hristos, Cel inviat din morti! S& vestim cu indrizneala lumii framantate de griji:

Hristos a inviat! Adevirat a inviat!
