The One Who Was Healed                    
     Did Not Know Jesus 

 
How refreshing it is, in this 

paschal season, to read again 
the Gospel from John 5, 1-15, 
that is the Gospel reading for 
this Sunday. It is about the 
healing of the paralytic at the 
pool of Bethesda. Even more, it 
is about his spiritual enlighten-
ing. Though paralyzed, not 
blind, he was brought to see 
Jesus Christ. 

The divine Grace that sur-
rounds this miracle becomes a 
source of wonders for everyone who receives the Word of God 
in his heart. First, we learn how to be faithful from those waiting 
for the waters to be troubled. Then, we learn how helpless we 
are without each other. We also see how Jesus reveals Himself 
gradually. When the Jews asked “who is the Man?” they help us 
to wonder who Jesus truly is. In spite of their ignorance, Jesus 
manifested His power with authority before them. Jesus com-
mands the man to walk, while the world around gossips. Anoth-
er lesson of faith is given to us by the sick, lame, blind and para-
lyzed – otherwise, all symbols of sinfulness. 

But the absolute conclusion of today’s lesson comes when 

Jesus returns to the paralytic, in the temple. He confirms His 

divine action and warns him (and us!) “to sin no more lest a 

worst thing comes upon you!” Jesus returns out of infinite com-

passion. He returns to dispel darkness. Above all, He returns to 

invite each one of us to come and know Him deeper and person-

ally. Thank you for the blessing of this day, O Lord!
